B322 -  Textual Analysis and Media Studies Topic (Moving Image)  1 hour 45 minutes Exam.

 You will analyse and response to a short, previously unseen, clip from an Action 
Adventure film to demonstrate understanding of key media concepts. You will also study 
TV comedy 

 
B324 -  Production Portfolio in Media Studies Controlled assessment. 30% 

 You can either work individually or as part of a construction and evaluation group 
(maximum of five) to produce a major practical production
